It’s summertime in Central Oregon – depending on what 
day you’re reading this. Unlike the lush valley on the other 
side of the Cascade Range, we don’t experience the slow 
and gentle transition from winter to spring to summer. 
Mother Nature wired in an on/off switch somewhere near 
Bend that she likes to flick up and down in the early part 
of June. Robins sit confused in bare branches and tulips 
push mindlessly up through the snow. We scrape our wind-
shields in the morning and wear shorts in the afternoon. 
The switch stays on while she heads over to the coast to 
mess around with the clouds and waves for a couple of 
months, while the occasional “power outage” plays hell 
with the tomatoes.
